Coin Story: 
  

According to the legend, each leaf of a four-leaf clover is believed to have its own meaning. The 
first leaf brings fame, the second one – good luck, the third one – faithful love, and the last one – 
good health. The elephant is known to attract lucky stars. From time immemorial the horseshoe 
has been believed to bring prosperity, good fortune and success. Thus, the recipe for happiness is 
simple: eat a four-leaf clover, find a horseshoe, and greet a baby elephant. From now on… it can 
all be done at once!   

About the coin design: 

In the central part of the coin – images of a baby elephant, four-leaf-clover and a 24-karat gold-
plated horseshoe. In the upper part of the coin, along the rim – an inscription of the coin’s name 
in Ukrainian. On the obverse, you see a profile portrait of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II. 
Below – inscriptions: Ag 925 (the hallmark), 14,14 g (the weight), m/w (the mint mark). Along 
the rim – inscriptions: ELIZABETH II, NIUE ISLAND (the issuer), 1 DOLLAR (the face 
value), and 2014 (the year of issue).
